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Patriot Act Reauthorization Vir-
tually Assured; AAP Calls Com-
promise “Seriously Flawed”

Intense pressure from the White
House cracked the bipartisan coali-
tionin the Senatethat had succeeded
in blocking USA Patriot Act reau-
thorizing legidation until modest civil
liberties safeguards were restored,
and on February 9 key Senators an-
nounced adeal that virtually assured
passage of a ‘“compromise” bill.

Under the compromise, the gag or-
der accompanying Section 215 could
be challenged after a year, but even
then the challenge would be trumped
by an assertion by the government
that national security or diplomatic
interestsareimplicated. No standard
of individualized suspicion would be
required. The compromise hill re-
moves language from the confer-
ence report mandating that recipi-
entsof National Security Lettersdis-
close the name of their attorney to
the FBI and adds some changes
clarifying whichlibrariescanreceive
NSLs.

Expressing deep disappointment in
thecompromise, AAPissued astate-
ment noting that it fails to provide
the“singlemost important safeguard
sought by publishers,”—the require-
ment that in order for the FBI to
seize sensitive records under Sec-
tion 215, including thoseof libraries
and bookstores, the government
would have to show a connection
with a suspected terrorist or spy.
“Under the compromise,” AAP
President Pat Schroeder said, “we’re
back to a vague assertion by the
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government that the records are in
some way ‘relevant’ to an investi-
gation. That’sjust not good enough.”

Mrs. Schroeder also expressed the
industry’s dissatisfaction withtheil-
lusory fix regarding theright to chal-
lenge the Section 215 gag order.
“Recipients of 215 orders are still
gaggedfor at least ayear beforethey
can challengethis serious abridgment
of their First Amendment rights, and
even then will not be able to raise
the challenge if the government
claims national security interests.
Congress could have, and should
have, done better,” she said.

On February 16, the Patriot Act
reauthorization moved closer to fi-
nal passage when the Senate, by a
vote of 96 to 3, defeated an attempt
by Senator Russ Feingold (D-WI)
to block the compromisebill. Noting
that he had voted for the reauthori-
zation bill that passed the Senate,
Senator Feingold urged amendments
torestore the Senate-approved stan-
dard for obtaining Section 215 or-
ders and would give third-party re-
cipients of business records orders
and National Security Letters a
meaningful opportunity to challenge
automatic, permanent gag orders.

Passage of the compromise bill is
expected at the end of February.

ALA President is Latest
Addition to Speakers Roster

Michad Gorman, President of the
American Library Association, isthe
latest addition to a stellar roster of
speakers at the 2006 Annual Mest-
ing of the Association of American
Publishers (AAP), whichwill behdd
at the Millennium Broadway Hotel
in New York on March 14.

AAP President Pat Schroeder an-
nounced that Mr. Gorman, who is
Dean of Library Services at the
Henry Madden Library, California
State University Fresno, will share
the podium with Dana Gioia, Chair-
man of the National Endowment for
theArts, to discuss increasing read-
ing and literacy among adults.

Following the release of the NEA
report “Reading at Risk” in2004, the
problem of  declining readership,
especially literary readership, has
received some needed media atten-
tion, generating the beginning of a
national dialogue. The AAP 2006
Annual Megting program— Where
Have All the Readers Gone? And
How Can We Find New Ones?—
continues that dialogue from a vari-
ety of perspectives, including early
childhood, eementary and second-
ary public education, higher educa-
tion, the political sphere, and les-
sons to be learned from entertain-
ment media. In addition to Messrs.
Gorman and Gioia, featured speak-
ers include Reach Out and Read
founder Dr. Barry Zuckerman, U.S.
Secretary of Education Margaret
Spellings, New York StateAttorney
General Eliot Spitzer, Princeton
University President Shirley M.
Tilghman and Michad Lynton, Chair-
man & CEO of Sony Pictures En-
tertainment.

Copyright Office Makes Recom-
mendations on “Orphan Works”

On January 31, 2006 theU.S. Copy-
right Officeissued itsreport contain-
ing recommendations regarding the
treatment of “orphan works” (works
whose copyright owners cannot be
located by third parties seeking per-
mission to use them). The report is
the culmination of a process begun
ayear ago with a Notice of Inquiry
seeking public comments on ways
to handle orphan works. Inthespring
of 2005 in response to that Notice,
AAP, along with AAUP and the In-
formation Industry Association,
joined in submitting recommenda-
tionsreflecting thair interests as both
users and owners of copyrighted
works (see Monthly Report March/
April 2005).

Inits January 31 report, the Copy-
right Office recommends an amend-
ment to the Copyright Act that would
limit the liability of the user of an
orphan work who has made a “rea-
sonably diligent” search but failed to
identify or locate the owner. In such
cases, if the owner comes forward
after the use has begun, the user’s
liability would belimited to the pay-
ment of reasonable royalties or li-
censing fees as determined by cur-
rent market practices.

AAP has been asked to testify on
theissue of orphan works at a hear-
ing before the House Subcommitee
on Courts, Internet and Intellectual
Property scheduled for March 8.
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AAP Joins in Asking Supreme
Court Review of Hatfill v. New
York Times

On February 21 AAP joined with a
host of media companies and press
groups, including the Associated
Press, the Reporters Committee for
Freedom of the Press, and the Soci-
ety of Professional Journalists, in
filing an amicus brief in support of
the New York Times, which is seek-
ing U.S. Supreme Court review of
a very troubling ruling by the U.S.
Court of Appeals for the 4" Circuit
which reinstated a lawsuit brought
by biological weapons expert
Stephen Hatfill. Hatfill sued the
Timesfor defamation and “intentional
infliction of emotional distress” over
aseries of columnsin which Nicho-
las Kristof castigated the FBI for its
handling of theinvestigation into the
anthrax killingsinthefall of 2001 and
its failure to pursuea “person of in-
terest.” Not identified by Kristof
initially, Hatfill subsequently “outed”
himsdf as the “person of interest.”

The case was thrown out by thedis-
trict court, but was reinstated by a
pand of the 4" Circuit last summer
in avery troubling ruling which in-
terpreted the Kristof columns as
accusing Hatfill of criminal conduct.
In order for a cause of action for
intentional infliction of emotional dis-
tress to go forward, the court needs
to find the material in question as
exceeding “all bounds of decency.”
It isdifficult to see how such a stan-
dard can be applied to material by a
respected journalist writing for a
major mainstream newspaper. In
October the 4™ Circuit denied a
moation for rehearing, but Judge J.

Harvie Wilkinson, one of the most
respected members of the Court,
issued a blistering 16-page dissent
excoriating the pane for misinter-
preting the state’s defamation law.

The amicus brief seeks Supreme
Court review in the hope of obtain-
ingageneral rulelimiting thepress’s
liability for accurate reporting on
government investigations and other
unofficial actions involving matters
of public concern.

AAP Joins in Submitting Annual
Review of Global IP Protection

AAP joined with the six other copy-
right industry trade associations
which comprise the International
Intellectual Property Alliance (11PA)
insubmitting theannual Special 301
Report to the Office of the U.S.
Trade Representative on February
13. Thereport details copyright pi-
racy, related intellectual property
rights issues and market access
problems around the world.

The review explores copyright pro-
tection and enforcement problemsin
68 countries and was prepared pur-
suant to a statutory mandate requir-
ing that each spring USTR under-
take an annual review of intellec-
tual property protection worldwide.
Based on the effectiveness with
which intdllectual property theft has
been addressed, USTR places coun-
tries/territories on appropriate lists.
The worst offenders are designated
as “Priority Foreign Countries” and
are vulnerable to immediate sanc-
tions under the Trade Act of 1974,
as amended. Countries with seri-
ous problems but not designated as



Priority Foreign Countries are
placed on one of two watch lists—
the Priority Watch List and the
Watch List—both of which serveto
send a message that the U.S. gov-
ernment will closely monitor their
progressinintellectual property pro-
tection. 11PA submitsitsrecommen-
dations for USTR’s review every
February.

In the report submitted on February
13, I1PA recommended that one
country be designated as a Priority
Foreign country and asked for place-
ment of 44 countries on appropriate
watch lists. The report also ad-
dresses piracy and market access
problemsin 22 other countries/terri-
tories without recommending they
be placed on a watch list.

As a result of its review, the [1PA
asked that Russia be designated a
Priority Foreign Country, recom-
mending that its eigibility for ben-
efits under the Generalized System
of Preferences trade program be
suspended immediately. It also
urgedthat 16 countriesincluding In-
dia, the People’s Republic of China,
the Philippines, Egypt and Turkey be
placed on the Priority Watch List.
IIPA recommended that 28 addi-
tional countries/territories beplaced
or kept on the Watch List, including
South Korea, Taiwan, Canada, Bra-
zil, Mexico and Saudi Arabia. In
addition, 11PA recommended that
Paraguay continue to be monitored
over the course of the year to en-
sure that progress in combating pi-
racy continues. Thegroup called for
“out-of-cycle” reviews to be under-
taken on Brazil, Canada, Hong Kong,
Malaysia, Saudi Arabia and South
Korea, to allow USTR to assess
progress between normal Special
301 cycles.
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As part of the annual review, AAP
submitted specific recommendations
pertaining to the publishing industry.
Combating book and journal piracy
is one of 1IPA’s seven global trade
priorities for 2006. AAP estimates
losses to U.S. book publishers at
morethan $600 millionin 2005 asa
result of continued commercial scale
photocopying, illegal print runs, un-
authorized translations and CD-R
burning of book text. Internet pi-
racy, intheform of illegal accessto
onlinematerialsor peer-to-peer trad-
ing of scanned literary materials,
which is increasing exponentially,
was not included in this year’s esti-
mated |0Sses.

AAP President and CEO Pat
Schroeder said that the relative sta-
bility in loss figures for 2005 indi-
cates that “some progress has been
made, notably in the continued co-
operation on enforcement mattersin
Hong Kong and Taiwan, stepped-up
action against on-campus infringe-
ments in South Korea, increased
transparency in adoption practices
at someuniversitiesin Saudi Arabia
and theinitiation of positive dialogue
between industry and the govern-
ment in the People’s Republic of
China and India” However, she
added, progress is “unfortunately
countered on a global scale by new
problems that are arising.” Mrs.
Schroeder pointed out that more re-
sources devoted to fighting book pi-
racy are needed worldwide, espe-
ciadly in the territories AAP moni-
torsinAsia. “Even where enforce-
ment is somewhat effective, court
delays remain, notably in India and
thePhilippines. Legal developments
in Hong Kong, Thailand, South Ko-
rea and elsewhere continue to deny
effective protection to book publis-

hers,” she said.

IFTP Committee Members At-
tend Free Expression Confer-
ence in Turkey

IFTP Committee chairman Hal
Fessenden and Committee member
Bill Strachan, along with represen-
tatives from International PEN, Hu-
man Rights Watch and the Interna-
tional Publishers Association, at-
tended a 3-day conference at Bilgi
University inlstanbul. Sponsored by
thelnitiativefor Free Expression, the
conference was aimed at support-
ing writers and publishers in peril,
including Orhan Pamuk, Ragip
Zarakolu, Fatih Tas and others who
are facing ongoing trials for violat-
ing various articles of the new penal
code generally defined as “insulting
or undermining the Turkish State.”
Fessender noted that “Turkey’s ef-
fortstoimproveitshumanrights and
free speechrecordin order toqualify
for membership in the European
Union are gporadic and inadequate.”
The International Freedom to Pub-
lish Committeewill send an observer
to theupcoming trials.
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IFTP Committee Protests Sei-
zure of Zimbabwe Publisher’s

Passport

AAP and its International Freedom
to Publish Committee have lodged a
strong protest over the seizureby the
Zimbabwe government of the pass-
port of publisher Trevor Ncube.
Publisher of two Zimbabwe week-
lies, The Sandard and The Zimba-
bwe Independent, known for their
outspoken political views, Mr. Ncube
had his passport confiscated by two
officials from the secret policy after
leaving Bulowayaairport on his way
to his brother’s wedding, under a
new constitutional amendment that
allows government authorities to
take the passport of any Zimbabwe
citizen.

In ajoint letter to President Robert
Mugabe, with acopy to Zimbabwe’s
ambassador totheU.S., AAP Presi-
dent Pat Schroeder and IFTP Chair-
man Hal Fessenden, stated: “In the
interests of free expression, we ask
that Mr. Ncube’s passport be re-
turned to him immediately and that
such practices do not continue in
Zimbabwe.

Outstanding PSP Publications
Honored

This year for the first time, PSP
awards judges chose two winners
for the R.R. Hawkins Award. Rep-
resenting opposite but equally impor-
tant ends of the professional and
scholarly publishing spectrum,
Elsevier’s Atlas of Clinical Gross
Anatomy, by Kenneth Moses, MD,
John C. Banks, PhD, Pedro

B. Nava, PhD, and Darrdl Petersen
and The Oxford History of West-
ern Music, by Richard Taruskin,
published by Oxford University,
were sdected as dual winners this
year.

The Hawkins Award and additional
awards in 30 categories were pre-
sented to the publishers of outstand-
ing books, journals, and digital prod-
ucts covering a wide range of aca-
demic disciplines at theAnnual PSP
Awards L uncheon, heldin Washing-
ton on February 7.

Noting that ““promoting and encour-
aging the dissemination of scholar-
ship is one of AAP’s primary mis-
sions,” AAP President Pat
Schroeder extended the
Association’s congratulations to Ri-
chard Taruskin and Oxford Univer-
sity Press, and to Kenneth Moses,
MD, John C. Banks, PhD, Pedro B.
